JOB DESCRIPTION

Job purpose

· To give your views and opinions to the Cafcass Board and senior management team on how Cafcass can make sure children and young people are at the heart of the service we offer.

· Represent children and young people's views on the Cafcass Board five times a year in London. 

· Offer your perspective and experience as a service user in the work we carry out our work with other agencies.

· Contribute to recruitment and selection panels for national staff. 

· Participate in other national activities within and on behalf of Cafcass.  

· You will need to be committed to respecting the diverse community we live in and a willingness to be inclusive of the needs of all young people who go through parental separation, divorce and family breakdown.

· Be able to attend a day's Young People’ Board meeting, on average, every two months over a period of two years. 

· The meetings will take place during school holidays and on Saturdays during the year.  Other opportunities during term time will be made available to you but this will be with the consent and support of your school.

Person Specification

· You should be aged 8 to 18 at the time of application.

· Have direct experience of parental separation or divorce and/or being adopted and/or have been in the care of the Local Authority.

· Be confident, outspoken and happy to express your views and opinions in public including conferences and training events for Cafcass.

· Be able to and content with travelling to London and other cities.  All travel expenses and other agreed costs will be paid for by Cafcass, including those of an accompanying adult if under 16 years. 

· Be able to commit to two years.

· Have consent and full support of your parent or carer (with parental responsibility) to be a Cafcass Young People’s Board member.
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
